“Old Hwy 10 & 18 Twisted Run - Woodmill Winery Tour”

The June 16 meeting and cruise for Metrolina Corvettes takes place at 11:30 AM at Parks Chevrolet, 15235 Statesville Road, Huntersville, N.C. We will have a short meeting, eat some pizza and spend the remainder of the afternoon cruising the countryside.

Following our meeting, we’ll head west on NC Hwy 73 to Lincolnton where we pick up US 321 North. We’ll turn west on Old NC Hwy 10 and follow this to NC Hwy 18 (the new road). 

Just south of Morganton, we’ll turn southwest on River Road and follow this spirited trek across one lane bridges and blind curves to a local twist and turn treasure: Old NC Hwy 18. 

You’ll need to adjust those belts and hang on as the old road falls away and takes us south out of the mountains into western Lincoln County. We’ll stop at Redbone Willy’s Trading Company at the intersection of Poe Road, NC Hwy 27 and NC Hwy 18.  Redbone Willy’s is always a good stop for rest and a stretch.
Leaving RBW on NC Hwy 27, we continue to Hull’s Crossroads where a left turn onto Cat Square Road will take us to the Cagle Family’s Woodmill Winery where we’ll enjoy a tour and private tasting of their muscadine and scuppernong wines, jellies and jams.

The cruise and tour is expected to last about 3 hours from the time we leave Park Chevrolet, plus whatever time you wish to spend at the winery. We’ll leave en mass from Woodmill Winery going east toward US 321, NC Hwy 27 and 73 – all roads leading to your homes.
