Ladies and gentlemen and all in our group that are ready for a truly Corvette outing.  Yes, it’s time to plan and execute a day in the mountains.  The snow is really gone now.  
 
We have modified the route to minimize interstate driving; however, there is some just to clean out the cob webs.  
 
The date: June 30, 2007, that’s a Saturday.  
 
Meeting place is the Flying- J Truck Stop at exit 102 which is near Blacksburg , SC.  
 
Time: 0800 am and be ready to leave at 0830 am.  If you want to eat breakfast show up early enough to eat and leave by 0830 am.  The gas prices are usually the lowest in the area right there.
